I have raised this proposal in numerous Ibero-American settings, where it has been well received, which means that it has been examined by specialists from the area of artificial intelligence -from which it stems- as a proposed means for reducing the technological gap between Latin America and its potential partners in Anglo-Saxon and French-speaking North America.


I am familiar with the San Jose and Toronto Ministerial Declarations because I have followed them in preparing my doctoral thesis on the FTAA, which is entitled “The FTAA’s integration process as a centripetal mechanism for endogenous subregional development on the eve of the twenty-first century.”


Therefore, I understand that, while this proposal excludes the developed countries of the region, it seeks to include them by providing tools for enabling Latin America and the Caribbean to draw closer to the degrees of eligibility set out in different documents of hemispheric scope published by the IDB and ECLAC.


These ideas have resulted from extensive discussion of and reflection on the state of differences in the hemisphere, as an obstacle to a viable and plausible development of production with equity.
